Two years later, the basket was Invented: an Iron hoop and a net. 
And It wasn't until 1903 that the open-ended hoop was Invented. 
Up until 1929, all basketball players used a soccer ball. A man by 
the name of G.L. Pierce Invented the basketball; which allows the 
players to dribble. Where as before, they couldn't run with the 
ball. Anlca Sessions says that the hardest part about playing 
basketball for her Is, "Going to practice everyday If you want to 
or not."
